• Cancer may hurt your body but it cannot harm the real “you.”  “And I give unto them 
eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my 
hand. My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck 
them out of my Father's hand.” (John 10:28-29) 

 
• Cancer may steal your days but it cannot steal your dreams. 

 
• Cancer may shorten ones earthly life but it cannot take away your eternal life. “I give 

unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish.” (John 10:28) 
 

• Cancer may make one weak, but it cannot take away the joy of the Lord which is our 
strength. “The joy of the LORD is your strength.” (Neh. 8:10) 

 
• Cancer may bring pain but it cannot keep you from praising the Lord and rejoicing in 

His name. “Although the fig tree shall not blossom, neither shall fruit be in the vines; 
the labor of the olive shall fail, and the fields shall yield no meat; the flock shall be cut 
off from the fold, and there shall be no herd in the stalls: Yet I will rejoice in the LORD, 
I will joy in the God of my salvation. The LORD God is my strength.” ( Hab. 3:17-19)

beauty of a child of the King indwelt by the Holy Spirit.

heavenly home in the Father’s house.

• Cancer may rob you of strength, but it cannot rob you of your Savior! 

 
• Cancer may make you weep for a night, but joy comes in the morning: “Weeping may
